Maple Breakfast Rolls (submitted by Nancy Caughlin)
Makes 16 servings.

Recipes for
Campers 1/4 cup butter, melted

1 cup brown sugar

1/2 cup chopped walnuts or pecans

1/3 cup real maple syrup

1 (8 ounce) package cream cheese, softened
1/2 cup powdered sugar

2 (12 ounce) cans biscuits

Preheat oven to 350 degrees F.

In medium bowl, combine butter, brown sugar, walnuts/pecans and syrup. Spread into a
greased 13 x 9 baking dish.

In a mixing bowl, beat cream cheese and powdered sugar until smooth.

Flatten each biscuit into a 4 inch round. Spread a tablespoon of cream cheese mixture down
the center of each biscuit and fold over. Pinch to seal. Place, seam side down on sugar
mixture.

Bake for 25-30 minutes or until golden brown. Immediately invert onto serving plate.
